If you’d like to be in fellowship with a small group of Christians who
will learn about talking about God in everyday life, you are invited to
participate in the Lenten Study: Holy Conversation.

To apply for
any of these scholarships, you will need to include: 1) a completed application form (found
HERE); 2) a copy of your most recent high school or college transcript; 3) a 500-word essay
describing your involvement in church-related activities as well as extra-curricular and
community involvement activities, why you want this grant, and what you expect to do
following the completion of your education.

The Scholarship Committee will review the applications and the Session will approve the
final awards. Successful applicants will be asked to provide proof of enrollment and
acceptance by their educational institution. Funds for the scholarship will be sent directly to
the institution so be sure to give the proper name and address to which the funds are to be
sent.
