From the Desk of Pastor Ginny
Dear Friends,

We are turning a corner as you elect a Pastor Nominating Committee (PNC).
It's a corner we have been moving toward for the entire two years I have been
here as Interim Head of Staff: preparation for the next chapter in this church’s
ministry. We are talking about the church as a sailboat, and I am imagining the
parts of the sailboat. Can you name some of those parts? Can you think of
which of the parts of the boat you represent: hull, deck, sail, rudder, anchor,
galley, others?
